DATE OF THE REFERENDUM

April 10th, 2011 is the date chosen to celebrate the Referendum on Catalonia’s independence in
Barcelona, the capital of Catalonia. Nevertheless, anticipated ballots will be gathered a few months
earlier.

WHO IS ABLE TO VOTE

Anyone who lives in Barcelona, above the age of 16, can vote, showing a DNI (National identity card)
or a document that proves that this person is a local resident (if he or she is not a citizen of the
Spanish State).

WHERE TO VOTE
In the collection points of anticipated secret ballots, and the day of the poll, in the polling stations.

WHY VOTE?

Voting on the independence of Catalonia is not politics; it is a civic and democratic exercise.
Obviously, one can vote for any option: YES, NO or BLANK.

Barcelona is the capital of Catalonia and cannot be left out of this process.

In Barcelona, we will close a process that started more than one year ago; Barcelona will decide.
Barcelona’s international projection will give an extraordinary echo to the results of these polls.
We cannot accept either prohibitions or censorship on such an important issue.

Our future is binding. This poll is binding; historically, morally, socially and politically binding.

Everything is perfectly legal: Barcelona Decideix is a lawful association; no legal action has been
taken against it or against any of those who organized identical referenda in 516 municipalities
of Catalonia.

We have a date, April 10th, which is already official. We are not clandestine.

No other process has changed our country like the vibrant challenge of making our referendums
a reality. Barcelona’s referendum will be the largest and the most useful one.

This referendum is not a private party; everybody is welcome regardless of origin, gender, age
or ideas.
